Dear Parents/ Carers, 

Year 4 – Fitzwilliam Museum (Cambridge) 

On Tuesday 24th January 2023 Year 4 will be going on a trip to the Fitzwilliam Museum in Cambridge. 

We will be visiting their galleries and taking part in a ‘Looking at Art’ session, focusing on looking closely 

at artworks and understanding how to interpret them. This will broaden the children’s art curriculum and 

we will have the opportunity to closely observe ‘traditional’ as well as abstract portraits and sculpture. 

The children will be able to respond creatively with drawing, movement or modelling during the session 

which will be led by an expert from the museum. Depending on time, we are hoping to be able to take 

a short visit to other gallery spaces within the museum after eating lunch there. 

We leave school at 9.15am and will eat lunch at the museum before leaving at 1.30pm to travel back 

to school, aiming to be back before the end of the school day. 

The cost of the trip will be £17.00 which covers our coach travel to and from the museum. This will be 

available to pay on Arbor. 

The children will need to be in their school uniform and all children must bring a packed lunch, drink 

and appropriate outerwear as there may be a short walk from the coach to the museum. If your child 

receives free school meals then you are able to request a lunch on the reply slip below.
