The Concept

• In keeping with the design for the show, all cast members are asked to 
wear colours that will be associated with the principal characters. 

• This will help to build cohesion and a very simple and immediate way 
for the audience to identify characters from each cast.



Costume Notes by Character

• VIOLA: dungarees and white t-shirt or jeans, denim jacket and white t-shirt, plain baseball cap. NOTE: Viola and Sebastian should 
wear the same thing if they are both in your section.

• SAILORS: denim and white or blue t-shirts 

• SEBASTIAN: same as Viola – dungarees and white t-shirt or jeans, denim jacket and white t-shirt, plain baseball cap. NOTE: Viola 
and Sebastian should wear the same thing if they are both in your section.

• ANTONIO: grey or black trousers, white t-shirt, dark-coloured hooded sweatshirt

• ORSINO: denim or light-coloured tan trousers and orange top, button-down or t-shirt

• VALENTINE: denim and white or blue-t-shirts

• OLIVIA: light or turquoise blue dress

• MARIA: Pink top and denim or pink dress

• SIR TOBY BELCH: denim, white and pink button down or Hawaiian Shirt with pink or blue print

• SIR ANDREW AGUECHEEK: denim, white t-shirt, and blue button-down worn open

• MALVOLIO: white button-down shirt and black trousers, yellow tights or leggings for the latter-half of the show (I’ve had a quick 
look at sourcing this on Amazon and there are dozens of affordable options).

• FESTE: rainbow-coloured or multiple bright colours and headband with boppers (I’ve also had a look at sourcing these and found 
ones with disco balls or rainbow)

• FABIAN: denim and white or blue t-shirts
