We have had to reschedule our up and coming trip to Foxearth. The previous date, which was originally planned for 
the 27th April, clashed with our fantastic offer of swimming lessons. The new date for Foxearth will now be: Tuesday 
2nd May, the day after the first May bank holiday.  
 
 

The visit to the site is free, as the reserve is a charity and open to the public, however the cost of the coach will be £9.50. 

This will be available to pay on Arbor. If you have already paid for the Foxearth Trip, that will be transferred to the new 

date; there will not be an additional charge for the change of date. If you have any concerns regarding payment for the 

trip, please contact the school where will be happy to discuss different options.  

The children can be dropped off at school at the normal time of 8.35am and we will be leaving promptly at 9.15am to 
allow for traffic. We will be returning to school in time for normal pick-up of 3.15pm.  
 

The children will need to be in their school uniform jumper and appropriate outerwear for the day’s weather (this may 
include wellies, waterproof or gilet even in April). They must bring a packed lunch and drink. We will be outside for 
most of the day with a little shelter for lunchtime. If your child receives a free school meal, you can order a lunch on 
the reply slip below.
